SEP procedures for Schools  

Funding for all Schools :

Govt / Govt aided

NEW ïTo use the schoolôs School Operating Fund (SOF) for 
the expenditure of SEP

Non Govt aided & SPED schools

Schools will pay full amount to providers. At the end of SEP 
2010/2011, SSC will reimburse schools the 

SEP funds utilized



Pre-Programme:

Å Get into contact with the school

Å Meet teacher, lay out expectations. Come to an agreement

Å No need to quote through GeBIZ 

Å Set date to conduct programme for students

Post Programme: 

Å Advise teacher to send in feedback to SEP (via SEP Portal)

Å Advised to provide schools with invoice in soft copy

Å Provider MUST quote the programme ID (4 -digit number) on 
the invoice

Å Remind schools to update the schools programme report as 
SEP grant shall be reimbursed base on this report

Å 1 mth after programme ends, school to pay provider 

SEP procedures for Schools  



Procurement Procedures

Å Schools need NOT go through GeBiz to procure their 
programmes BUT must raise P.O. via GeBiz before 
engaging providers

Å Less than $3,000: School can proceed to engage the 
vendor directly

Å More than $3,000 but less than $70,000: School to 
compare it against 2 other similar programmes from the 
endorsed list, and justify their decision to your schoolôs 
Quotation Approving Authority (QAA). Thereafter, school 
may proceed to engage the vendor directly.

Å SEP Grant cannot be used with other government grants 
except from MOE

Å GST is claimable under the SEP grant (applicable to companies 
that are GST registered only)
